Change in Missouri Legislation (Sunshine Law)

Effective - 28 Aug 2023

A new statute has been added to RSMo 610.021 which covers “Closed meetings and
closed records authorized when, exceptions.”

Section 18, subsection (b) was added and states, “Any information or data provided to a
tip line for the purpose of safety or security at an educational institution that, if disclosed,
has the potential to endanger the health or safety of an individual or the public.”

Section 18, subsection (c) states, YAny information contained in any suspicious activity
report provided to law enforcement that, if disclosed, has the potential to endanger the
health or safety of an individual or the public.”

Relevancy: All Courage2Report tips have additional protection from open record
requests such as Missouri's Sunshine Law and the Freedom of Information Act.
